CAPSULE LOADING

Pull the magazine plate down and rotate it clockwise at the same time.
During the extraction of the CO? capsule, a slight release of gas may occur, we
recommend that you pay attention that your hands do not come into contact
with the CO? gas that may come out of the firearm.



Insert the capsule inside the loading port paying attention to the direction.

Use only the 12g CO? capsule.

Screw the magazine plate back on, and when it “take” the first thread, continue to
screw keeping it pulled outwards.
